The Wellington Dukes are heading to cottage 
country in search of their second Dudley Hewitt 
trophy in 10 years.

They will be representing the Ontario Junior A 
Hockey League at the tournament in Huntsville 
next week that runs from April 19-23.

The Dukes will be facing off against the Soo 
Eagles of the Northern Ontario Junior A Hockey 
League, the Wisconsin Wilderness of the Supe-
rior International Junior A Hockey League and 
the host team Huntsville Muskoka Otters of the 
OJHL. 

The winners of the round robin tournament ad-
vance to the RBC Cup national championships in 
Camrose, AB., April 30 to May 8.

The Dukes secured 
their spot in the Dudley 
Hewitt Cup with a 4-2 
win over the Oakville 
Blades on Tuesday 
night at home., winning 
the Buckland Cup. They 
are no strangers to this 
tournament. They won 
the Dudley Hewitt Cup 
back in 2003. This will 
be their second appear-
ance in the 40-year his-
tory of the provincial 
tournament. 

Dukes head coach Marty Abrams said he hasn’t 
been keeping an eye on the other teams in the 
tournament because he had his hands full with 
the series against Oakville.

“We will get at it, a couple days of some re-
search and hopefully get a little head start on 
those guys, “ he said.

They have a week off before their first game 
against the Wilderness on April 19. There are a 
few elements in their game they plan to work on 
before they start the tournament.

“We need to bury our chances, we had an awful 
lot of chances to score again tonight. It took us 
a lot of work to score three, so we need to loosen 
up a little but and shoot the puck a little more 
often,” Abrams said in an interview after the vic-
tory over Oakville.

There is one area where Abrams believes the 
teams excelled.

“Our penalty killing has been outstanding all 
year, and you know the positive, is it has allowed 
us to ice the puck,” he said.

This year’s team has 13 new players on the 
roster. Abrams called their Buckland Cup title a 
reassurance that they made the right decision to 
join the Dukes.

“They have really jelled together as a team and 
with that many new players it always takes time 
to jell and they are certainly jelling at the right 
time,” he said.

After this year, the Dukes will be losing three 
of their four top goal scorers. Zach Blake, Sean 
Rudy and Steve Evans will be making their way 
to colleges in the U.S. 

Ending the season with two championship tro-
phies and a spot in the RBC Cup would end their 
Junior A careers on a high note, said Abrams.

Early childhood group
donates $100,000 to college

He brought the com-
munity and the air base 
together in a time of dark-
ness and now he’s moving 
on.

Col. Dave Cochrane, 
the man credited with re-
storing relations with the 
community after Russell 
Williams was convicted, 
has been transferred.

“I’m sorry to see him 
go.  He’s a great supporter 
of the community and a 
great friend of mine.  We’ll 
work hard at building a 
new relationship with the 
new colonel,” said Quinte 
West Mayor John Wil-
liams.

Cochrane finishes his 
command of CFB Trenton 
in early August and will 
pass the torch to Colonel 
Sean Friday.

Cochrane took on his 
role as the head of Can-
ada’s largest air base in 
February 2010.

The promotion came af-
ter the former commander 
Russell Williams was con-
victed of two murders, two 
sexual assaults and doz-
ens of fetish break-ins.

Williams said Cochrane 
was the right person at 
the right time.

“After last February we 
went through a rebuild-
ing, making sure both the 

community knew how im-
portant the wing was. The 
colonel reached out and 
had a good relationship 
with the community,” said 
Williams.

“A lot of people for-
got what happened and 
moved on because of him,” 
said Quinte West Council-
lor Doug Whitney.

Cochrane is described 
by local officials as a man 
who represented the base 
at every local event and 
fundraiser.

“He’s got a great person-
ality, fit perfect to provide 
the leadership and direc-
tion that we needed at 
that time,” said Williams.

College looks to insurer to replace

Loyalist College expects its insurance 
company to reimburse the college for 
$150,000 of equipment believed stolen 
last summer.

“We are continuing to talk to our col-
leagues at the Belleville police services, 
and our insurers, and it is kind of back 
and forth with talking to them,” said Col-
lege President Maureen Piercy. 

“We just got our final invoice for some 
of the replacement equipment so we are 
providing that information to our insur-

ers, and we don’t see any reason why we 
won’t be eligible for re-imbursement. But 
we are continuing to work with the police 
also.”

A police investigation was needed after 
an internal college investigation solved 
nothing.

The missing equipment mostly consists 
of automotive and hand tools to be used 
in programs for the college’s new sustain-
able technology building.

New bandshell
spells the end
of rainouts

One rainy day in August of 2007 musi-
cian Ken Stapley challenged his audi-
ence to find a way to get a new band-
stand at Zwick’s Park in Belleville.
The night before, Stapley’s concert had 
been cancelled because of rain, and he’d 
been worried that day’s concert would 
be cancelled as well. The second concert 
wasn’t cancelled, but he approached the 
crowd about sending letters to the new 
council members to get a bandstand 
with a roof.
The challenge landed back in his lap.
 “During the break, probably about 30 
people came up to me and said, ‘Why 
don’t you do something about it ,’” said 
Stapley. “So I said over the microphone 
that afternoon, ‘Folks, I’ll give it a try.’”
That night he drew up a plan. He took 
it to an architect the next day. A year 
later, he presented it to the Belleville 
council.
Council gave it the official approval in 
January, 2009. They started building 
in December, 2010. Now it’s right on 
schedule for the grand opening on June 
12 for the Show and Shine Car Show.
The major construction is finished, the 
floors are going to be poured, and things 
are moving along very quickly on site, 
said Mark Fluhrer, parks, recreation & 
culture director of Belleville.
The pavilion is replacing an old 1967 
structure. The initial idea was to en-
hance the building by putting a roof on 
top. Then came the opportunity to get 
government funding. 

They sat down and in a short time had 
a package to present to the Recreation-
al Infrastructure Canada program to 
get funding for a more elaborate build-
ing, said Fluhrer.
The new pavilion will seat between 400 
and 500 people. It will be used along 
with the smaller pavilions in the park 
for events like Canada Day. It will also 
hold its own events.
The pavilion isn’t exactly what the com-
mittee had envisioned, but he thinks 
it’s going to be great, said John Hender-
son, who is also on the committee and 
has emceed many events at the band 
shelter. 
They had envisioned the pavilion facing 
east, the same direction as the old band 
shelter. That would have provided pro-
tection from the wind as well as allowed 
people to sit on the hill during concerts. 
The intent was that we’d be able to 
have daily events that could bring fam-
ily and friends together at the pavilion, 
said Stapley.
That’s what Fluhrer envisions for the 
pavilion’s future. 
ike musical performances, theatre, 
public speaking, rallies, faith events, 
weddings, and an endless number of 
community events.
For Stapley, pushing for a new band-
stand was for the community, but it 
was also for his followers.
“I’ve got a lot of people that I did this 
for,” said Stapley. “They’re my concert 
goers that have been following my con-
certs since, I’ve probably been perform-
ing there since, I think it was ’73..”

County ditches well policy
after residents complain

Prince Edward County council has 
dumped its new dug well policy after 
residents complained about water 
testing and water shortages.

Citizens living in rural areas ad-
dressed council Tuesday night with 
formal deputations requesting the 
policy to be re-written or thrown out.

“The problem with the new policy 
is the regulations in the policy are so 
restrictive that people don’t seem to 
be able to meet them,” said Sophias-
burg town councilor Terry Shortt in 
an interview.

Homeowners looking to sever a 
portion of their lot have to adhere to 
a new dug well policy put in place in 
June 2010.

“It’s discouraging to build a home 
in the county. We can’t build a home 
and move ahead with our lives,” said a 
speaker at Tuesday’s meeting.

The policy required residents to test 
their water from their well head and 
prove it’s not contaminated.  Resi-
dents have to work with hydro geolo-
gists and must pass the quality test 
with no contaminants.  Well owners 
aren’t allowed to treat the water or test 
it at the tap.

In 2004 a Quinte Regional Ground-
water Study found that the aquifers of 
Prince Edward County are extremely 
vulnerable to contamination.  The 
study said 59 per cent of county 
inhabitants rely on ground water as 
their main source of water.

Council accepted motions Tuesday 
from seven separate parties who 
pointed out the problems they’ve 
experienced with the water quantity 
and quality being pumped from their 
wells.

Prince Edward County resident 
Barbara Belo spoke to council on 
behalf of Rui Belo and Lois and Larry 
Wannamaker.  

“I have put $25,000 into pumping 
my wells.  She says it’s been a long and 
frustrating endeavor,” said Belo.

Pumping is a way to try and flush 
the well of any contaminantes that 
might be in the water.

Another speaker wanted the policy 

to include the monitoring of neigh-
bouring wells.  

 “There was a time where I had no 
water for three days due to well drill-
ing. I had no water to brush my teeth 
with,” said Prince Edward County 
resident Judy Zeleny.

Another resident told council a 
water specialist told her she has to 
install a $300 UV light to fix her well 
problem.

Shortt said the well policy over-
looked the fact there are technologies 

available to solve water quantity and 
quality issues.  Shortt said there are 
ways to correct water contamination 
problems.

“I have a shore well.  I bring water in 
directly from the bay.  The technology 
that I have and the filtering and the 
reverse osmosis systems that are avail-
able now I have water that tested zero 
every time we take it in.  It’s up to the 
homeowners to make sure your water 
is up to quality, because it’s you that’s 
drinking it,” said Shortt.

Prince Edward County Mayor Peter 
Mertens said there was an obvious 
problem with the policy and there 
was no easy fix to it.

“We needed to get on with it and get 
rid of it and come up with a new one 
that suits everybody not just half the 
people,” said Mertens.

Mertens said when the last policy 
was put into place they went over-
board and another policy will take its 
place.  It will have a lot of the same 
items in it.  The new policy will in-
clude remedies to water problems.

“If you can’t meet the quantity 
requirements of pumping a gallon per 
minute then you’ll be able to install 
a trickle system.  If you’re unable to 
meet water quality requirements than 
you’ll be permitted to treat the water.  
The new policy didn’t include that.  If 
you didn’t meet quality requirements 
then residents weren’t allowed to have 
it,” said Mertens.

Mertens said that residents aren’t 
getting off “scott free” while council 
draws up another policy.

“Reasonable people who want to 
sever that just want to get on with 
life couldn’t do it.  To put it on hold 
while we reviewed the policy and 
then have them have their severance 
lapse and then go through the whole 
process again while they’ve waited for 
years was unfair.  You can have your 
severance because council is going to 
apply standards under the official plan 
which requires them to meet certain 
standards,” said Mertens.

Cochrane is described by local of-
ficials as a man who represented the 
base at every local event and fund-
raiser.

“He’s got a great personality, fit 
perfect to provide the leadership and 
direction that we needed at that time,” 
said Williams.

Quinte West officials have worked 
diligently with Cochrane on numer-
ous projects over the past year and are 
sad to see him go.

 “He always makes sure the air base 
is involved in the community.  If he 
can’t make an event or fundraiser 
then he sends a representative from 
the base,” said Whitney.  

Cochrane has been working with a 
committee to build an Afghanistan 
repatriation memorial in Trenton.

The memorial is dedicated to Cana-
dian military personnel killed while 
serving in Afghanistan.  The project is 
set to be completed in 2012.

“Cochrane is a very approachable 
guy and I believe he will still make 
himself accessible if needed for the 
completion of the project,” said 
Quinte West Councillor Paul Kyte.

Cochrane has been chosen to con-
tinue on the Advanced Training List 
and attend the Defence and Strategic 
Studies Course at the Australian De-
fence College in Canberra next year.

Cochrane is sad to leave but admits 
the opportunity in Australia is a set 
up in his career.

“It’s good for my career progression 
and it also allows an opportunity for 
Col. Friday coming in to take com-
mand who is a very personable family 
man and I think he’ll work extremely 
well with base personnel and the 
community,” said Cochrane.

He said he is thankful is for all the 
base personnel and community for 
their tremendous support.

“I was amazed by the support from 
the community.  We went through 
some challenging circumstances and 
I must say I have very fond memories 
of my time here in command.  My 
family and I will never forget our time 
here at 8 Wing Trenton,”
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
